The purpose of this report is to seek feedback from the International Relations Advisory Committee
on a proposal received by City of Darwin from Nyas Municipality, Gandaki, Nepal provided in
Attachment 1. City of Darwin officers will consider the next steps around whether to conduct
further research on the city and its proposal based on the feedback from the International Relations
Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND

City of Darwin received a proposal to initiate an international relationship between City of Darwin
and Vyas Municipality on 2 October 2023. City of Darwin is yet to respond to them on this
proposal.

Relations efforts will aim to contribute to:

Background

At the Ordinary Meeting on 16 November 2021, Council resolved to connect with the Mayor of
Joetsu to commence negotiations on forming a Friendship City relationship with Joetsu, Japan.

Darwin and Joetsu, Japan

City of Darwin and City of Joetsu, Japan are currently in the process of exploring future exchanges
and the opportunity to establish a friendship city relationship.

City of Darwin previously approached the Japanese Consulate and the Council of Local Authorities
for International Relations (CLAIR Sydney) about forming a Friendship City relationship with a city
in Japan. The city of Joetsu i (Joetsu-shi) has responded to this request. City of Darwin and
Joetsu are already linked through the Ichthys LNG Project, one of the most significant oil and gas
projects in the world. The Naoetsu LNG Terminal in Joetsu city is one of the destinations that
receive the natural gas being exported from the onshore gas liquefaction plant in Darwin.

The Hon Kon Vatskalis met Mr Kanta Nakagawa, the Mayor of Joetsu, Japan and his delegation
during their visit to Darwin in August 2023. Both cities agreed to continue to work with each other
to explore opportunities for cooperation.

Joetsu is located in Niigata Prefecture, on the central western coast of the main, central island of
Japan. During the delegation’s stay in Darwin, Mayor Kanta Nakagawa visited the Darwin
Cenotaph in respect and memory of the lives lost during the conflict of World War 2 and the War in
the Asia Pacific region.

City of Darwin’s visit to Joetsu, Japan

General Manager Innovation, City of Darwin will pay a return visit to Joetsu Japan and will have a
meeting with the Mayor of Joetsu and the team on 12 March 2024. The visit will focus on further
discussing the proposed Friendship City relationship, areas for cooperation and information on
Darwin in Joetsu.

The Lord Mayor has been invited by the Guangzhou Municipal Government, United Cities and
Local Governments, the Chinese People’s Association for Friendship with Foreign Countries and
the World Association for the Major Metropolises to attend the 2023 Global Mayors Forum held in
Guangzhou from 7 — 9 December 2023.

The focus of the Global Mayors Forum is to promote innovation in global urban governance, the
implementation of the 2030 United Nations Sustainable Development Agenda and build a
community of friendship. The Global Mayors Forum also includes an Award Ceremony for Urban
Innovation.

The Lord Mayor's upcoming visit in December provides an opportunity to strengthen city
relationships with Guangzhou, Shenzhen and Qingdao around the Lord Mayors attendance to the
2023 Global Mayors Forum.

City of Darwin is working with the Northern Territory Government and Darwin International Airport
to plan meetings with key stakeholders in China and airlines to facilitate discussions around direct
flights to Darwin on 11 and 12 December 2023.

The flight from Shenzhen Bao’an International Airport and Guangzhou Baiyun International to
Darwin International Airport is 5.5 hours, making it the fastest direct flight route from mainland
China to Australia.

City of Darwin Update

City of Darwin's International Relations Program has received recognition by winning two
awards for the delivery of projects for Darwin's Sister and Friendship Cities.

City of Darwin's 2022 Darwin International Virtual Trade Show has won a national award
from Sister Cities Australia for the tourism and trade category. This innovative two-day online
program brought together 107 businesses and organisations from Darwin and its Sister and
Friendship Cities, attracting 1,000 attendees despite closed international borders. The Trade
Show delivered 39 presentations with topics in education, tourism, international trade,
businesses, and migration from Darwin and its Sister and Friendship Cities.

The recent Darwin International Dragon Boat Festival won the 2023 Chief Minister's NT Export
Awards for "Excellence in events/international trade delegations supporting Northern Territory
export activities and businesses" award. It was a huge collaboration with local and national
stakeholders, special dignitaries, and 120 international delegations from across the world. The
festival encompassed a number of key events, including the Dragon Boat Festival community
event, Sister and Friendship City gala dinner, international trade show, and business networking
events.

We would like to thank our Sister and Friendship Cities governments for participating in the
events and our sponsors, volunteers, and key stakeholders involved who helped us deliver the
event for their contribution to making the Northern Territory a great place to live, work, and visit.
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Darwin and Joetsu in Japan

Darwin and Joetsu in Japan are currently in the process of exploring future exchanges and the opportunity
to establish a Friendship City relationship.

City of Darwin previously approached the Japanese Consulate and CLAIR Sydney about forming a
Friendship City relationship with a city in Japan, and the city of Joetsu _Ei#5 (Joetsu-shi) responded to
this request.

Joetsu and Darwin already have an existing linkage through import of LNG to J6etsu, and Darwin and
Joetsu are both testaments to grievous events that took place during World War II. This Friendship City
relationship would be a symbol of peace between Darwin and Japan, which will result in economic
opportunity for both Darwin and Joetsu.

The Hon Kon Vatskalis met Mr. Kanta Nakagawa, the Mayor of Joetsu, Japan and his delegation during
their visit in August 2023. Both cities agreed to continue to work with each other to explore opportunities
for cooperation.

Joetsu is located in Niigata Prefecture, on the central western coast of the main, central island of Japan.
During their stay in Darwin, Mayor Kanta Nakagawa visited the Darwin Cenotaph in respect and memory
of the loves lost during the conflict of World War 2 and the War in the Asia Pacific region.
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Sister and Friendship City Cooperation

City of Darwin established a new Sister City with Denpasar, Indonesia on 13 June 2022.

Since the Sister City relationship was established, the City of Darwin has hosted two
delegations from Denpasar. The first delegation from KOPITU and another from IPB
International, two education institutes in Bali, Indonesia. Both delegations were interested in
exploring workforce, training, education and business opportunities in Darwin.

GTNT and KOPITU

Last September, the KOPITU delegation met with GTNT Group and GTNT's in-house registered
training organisation (RTO), the Institute of Skills and Training Australia (ISTA), and five other
industry bodies and government agencies to discuss labour shortages and the opportunities to
bring workers from our neighbours in Indonesia. Following this, ISTA, Northern Territory’s
largest not-for-profit provider of employment and training services, signed a Memorandum

of Understanding (MOU), including KOPITU DPD Denpasar, LPK Bali Sanitya Sejahtera and LPK
Lumbung Deso in late 2022.

Under the MOU Framework, GTNT has also commenced its efforts to deliver a Bali Hospitality
Training Program in Bali. The first three Denpasar students arrived in Darwin and participated in
the Darwin International Trade Show on 5 June 2023, where the international students gained
valuable insights into Darwin’s other Sister City relationships.

The three Denpasar students have been successfully employed and are working in Darwin's
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hotel sectors straight after the two-week Bali Hospitality Training Program organised by
GTNT/ISTA in Darwin.

Under the Sister City Agreement between Denpasar and Darwin, City of Darwin hosted a
university delegation from our Sister City Denpasar, Indonesia in February and June 2023.

The Chair of the Foundation of IPB International, Dr. | Nyoman Gede Astina, along with fellow
delegates from Denpasar came to Darwin to meet with various organisations across Darwin
during their stay. The meetings held provided the opportunity to discuss study, training, and
employment prospects for their students.
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As an outcome after the visit to Darwin in February and the participation in the Darwin
International Trade Show on 4 and 5 June 2023, IPB International signed a MOU with Darwin
based International College of Advance Education (ICAE) resulting in a Career Opportunity in
Darwin seminar held in Denpasar on 6 September 2023 with 300 hotel and culinary students in
attendance. Mr Sean Mahoney, Managing Director of ICAE presented information on career
opportunities in Darwin and was well received by the students.
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Furthermore, medical college of IPB International STIKES Wira Medika and the University of
Bali International confirmed there will be further cooperation with Darwin-based Fox Education,
which focuses on caregiver and nursing training. A MOU was established to enable the
partnership to pursue continuous study in Darwin for their students and opportunities to work
whilst studying in Darwin.

The export of Territory goods and services in key priority sectors that will drive growth
is an important aspect of the Northern Territory Government’s Territory Economic
Reconstruction Commission (TERC) Report, towards achieving the ambitious goal of a $40B
economy by 2030.

The ‘Global Trade Scheme’ has been established to assist Northern Territory businesses to
grow, develop and expand their export capability and capacity and increase trade.

10.1 FRIENDSHIP CITY PROPOSAL WITH THE CITY OF QUANZHOU

THIS REPORT IS PRESENTED BY SISTER CITY ADVISORY COMMITTEE.

BACKGROUND

The Friendship City Proposal with the City of Quanzhou was supported by Sister City Advisory
Committee on 1 March 2023.

Darwin has strategic relationships with seven Sister Cities, including Ambon (Indonesia),
Anchorage (USA), Dili (Timor-Leste), Haikou (China), Kalymnos (Greece), Milikapiti (Northern
Territory, Australia) and Denpasar (Indonesia) and four Friendship Cities including Qingdao, China,
Honolulu, USA, Santa Cruz-Galapagos, Ecuador, and Guangzhou, China.

The purpose of the relationships varies between the Cities. The strategic basis for the relationships
includes terms such as geographical proximity and ease of trade opportunities, historical
connections, immigration relationships and unique, common challenges with First Nations
populations.

The International Relations and Sister City Policy provides the framework to establish a Friendship
City with international cities. As per the Policy, before a Sister City relationship can commence, a
city must have had a strategic partnership arrangement in place for a minimum period of two (2)
years.

BASIS OF PROPOSAL

The proposed development of a Friendship City relationship with Quanzhou is based on both
historical and immigration factors in addition to understating how a port of trade entry city manages
the challenges of a logistics hub.

The proposal fits into current structure of friendship city relationships with historical linkages. The
current sister city relationship with Kalymnos is based on historical post-war migration from this
area.

One important factor in the proposed Quanzhou relationship is the long (Territory) history of
immigration from Fujian Province in addition to more recent immigration particularly in relation to
the Trade Development Zone activities in Darwin during the late 1980’s.

Many of the Chinese heritage families in Darwin can trace their immigration journey to the shores
of Fujian Province. For example, Lawrence AhToy and the Japes trace their ancestry back to the
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Fujian region. Whilst we cannot know for sure that their ancestors’ departure point was the port of
Quanzhou city, a Friendship City relationship would be highly symbolic of this pattern of Darwin
migration. Establishing a Friendship City relationship within Fujian Province acknowledges lasting
cultural heritage within the Northern Territory.

More recently, many who arrived as part of the Trade Development Zone proposals and other
activities have established themselves in the Northern Territory as significant leaders in the
business, social and cultural community of Darwin. These add to the immediate person-to-person
immigration links that make Quanzhou a suitable candidate for a Friendship City relationship.

The second important factor derives from a longer term historical connection. On a larger historical
basis, Quanzhou was one of the supporting departure ports for the great journeys undertaken by
Chinese Admiral Zheng He in establishing what became known as the maritime silk road.

There is some evidence that Admiral Zheng He visited Darwin, making Darwin the southern-most
point of the Maritime Silk Road. This is a very important historical link with China, and in particular
with Quanzhou. The voyages complimented the established relationships between the Macassins
of the Indonesian archipelago, the Chinese and the First Nations peoples of Northern Australia. A
friendship city relationship with Quanzhou would enhance and acknowledge these centuries-old
connections in trade routes and cultural exchange.

BENEFITS FROM THIS FRIENDSHIP CITY RELATIONSHIP

These historical and immigration relationships make it appropriate that Quanzhou be considered
as a Friendship City with Darwin. The establishment of this relationship would help facilitate
sharing of information between the Cities, create and revise connections that actively contribute to
the development and implementation of best practice policy, procedures, planning and
programming. This would increase positive community, cultural, and economic outcomes in
keeping with the City of Darwin’s Strategic Plan by embracing a section of Darwin’s social
development history that is not currently fully recognised in any strategic relationship.

The proposal to investigate developing a Friendship City relationship with Quanzhou will enhance
cross-cultural understanding and build vibrant and connected communities and generating mutual
benefits for both cities through the educational, cultural, professional, economic and humanitarian
exchanges.

ADDENDUM - QUANZHOU CITY BACKGROUND

Quanzhou, located in the southeast of Fujian province, is one of the three major central cities of
Fujian. It is also home to Quanzhou Economic and Technological Development Zone and
Quanzhou Taiwan Investment Zone. The city covers 11,015 square kilometers (including Jinmen)
and has a permanent population of 8.7 million (excluding Jinmen).

Quanzhou stands in front of mountains and faces the sea. Hills, valleys and basins are scattered
throughout the city. Its terrain is high in the northwest and low in the southeast. There are more
than 667,000 hectares of mountainous land in Quanzhou, taking up 80 percent of its land.

Coasts and ports

Quanzhou has a sea area of 11,360 sq km, a 541-km-long coastline, 14 large and small harbours
and 207 islands. Most of the harbours are deep water harbours which provide 123 deep water
berths of more than 10,000 tons. The area of marine fishing grounds is more than 5,000 sq km,
118 sq km of which can be exploited. There are more than 500 kinds of marine aquatic organisms,
nearly 100 kinds of marine commercial fish, and more than 200 kinds of oysters, mussels, clams,
snails, kelp, laver and other shellfish and algae.

Quanzhou features a subtropical oceanic monsoon climate, with warm and humid weather
throughout the year.
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Resources

Quanzhou's forest growing stock is about 40.18 million cubic meters. Quanzhou has proven
reserves of more than 130 mineral deposits, including eight large ones. The main mineral
resources include more than 30 types, such as kaolin, granite, diabase, quartz sand, limestone,
coal, iron, manganese, geothermal and mineral water.

History

Quanzhou is one of the famous historical and cultural cities approved by the State Council, Culture
City of East Asia, and the starting point of the ancient Maritime Silk Road.

Quanzhou was an important port for foreign trade in Chinese history, with an over-1,000-year
history of overseas transport. Since the Tang Dynasty (618-907), it has been one of the four major
foreign trade ports in southern China. During the Song (960-1279) and Yuan (1271-1368)
dynasties, Quanzhou port rose to be the first of the four major ports, known as Zayton Port
worldwide, and became the "largest port in the east" comparable to Alexandria in Egypt.

Quanzhou is also a famous hometown of overseas Chinese and the main ancestral home of
Taiwan Han nationals. Quanzhou is the ancestral home of over 7.2 million overseas Chinese living
around the world, over 700,000 citizens in Hong Kong and Macao, and over nine million of the Han
ethnic group in Taiwan. Many of these people invest in businesses, schools and public projects in
Quanzhou. They have become an important force in the economic and social development of the
city, and a link between Quanzhou and the world.

Quanzhou has a long history and its economic development began as early as the Zhou Dynasty
(c.11th century-256 BC). In 260, during the Three Kingdoms period (220-280), Dongan county was
established in today's Fengzhou town in Nan'an, which marked the start of Quanzhou's prefecture
system.

At the end of the Western Jin Dynasty (265-316), due to wars in the central plains area, many
people moved into Quanzhou and settled along the river. The river has been called Jinjiang ever
since. The people brought advanced production technology and cultural knowledge, which led to
rapid development on both sides of the river.

With the development of the economy, the administrative division system in Quanzhou changed
several times. In January 1986, Quanzhou prefecture-level city was set up.

The city has 824 cultural relic protection units at all levels, including 31 at the national level and 87
at the provincial level. Renowned cultural relics include the oldest existing mosque in China, the
thousand-year-old Kaiyuan Temple, and the oldest existing cross-sea girder bridge in China,
Luoyang Bridge.

The rich cultural landscape, unique folk customs and natural scenery make Quanzhou a national
and international tourist resort, attracting more and more tourists from across the world.

Economic development

Since China's reform and opening-up began in 1978, Quanzhou's economy has achieved leap frog
development, becoming one of the fastest growing and most dynamic areas in China, as well as
officially one of the 18 typical areas of reform and opening-up in China.

Quanzhou's GDP in 1978 was 779 million yuan ($111 million), 10 billion yuan in 1992, 100 billion
yuan in 2002, 500 billion yuan in 2013 and 994.67 billion yuan in 2019. Total revenue in the
general public budget increased from 80 million yuan to 83.9 billion yuan. In 1978, the per capita
net income of rural residents was only 75 yuan, and in 2019 the disposable income of rural
residents was 22,142 yuan. The per capita disposable income of urban residents increased from
324 yuan in 1978 to 49,592 yuan.

Quanzhou is striving to build a characteristic economy, promoting characteristic manufacturing
industries such as resin processing, shoes and garments, building materials, stone carving and
oolong tea in China and around the world.
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The process of urban and rural integration has been accelerated by professionalization,
localization, regionalization and clustering of production, which have led to the construction and
prosperity of Quanzhou. The city's urbanization level is 65.7 percent, the bay area is 220 sq km,
and central urban green coverage is 43.2 percent, with a complete three-dimensional traffic
network and municipal facilities. Quanzhou is among the three central cities in Fujian province.

Besides economic development, Quanzhou pays special attention to its culture and urban
construction. The city has won various titles and honours such as International Garden City,
National Civilized City, National Sanitary City and National Garden City.
